The Need

Becoming accredited through National Standards will help your organization better engage wealth in your community, but requires community foundations to budget for the cost.  This grant is being made available to help offset the fees associated with the accreditation process.

How Does It Work?

Through a simple one-page application, Community Foundations can apply for grants to offset the cost of up to a three (3) year accreditation. 

The objective is to obtain National Standards for U.S. Community Foundations accreditation.   

The grants shall fund the cost of the accreditation application.

All grant recipients are expected to report on the expenditure of grant funds and results of the supported project by May 28, 2021.
